Follow Jesus with child-like faith (13-27)

(just like these children vv. 13-16)

• because ‘the kingdom of God belongs to such as these’ (14)

• because ‘anyone who will not receive the kingdom of God 
like a little child will never enter it’ (15)

• because a child is powerless and trusting



Follow Jesus with child-like faith (13-27)

(not like this man, vv. 17-27)

the “rich” [Matt; Mark; Luke]
“young” [Matt]
“ruler” [Luke]



Follow Jesus with child-like faith (13-27)

(not like this man, vv. 17-27)

• because your best righteousness can’t save you (17-21)

• because your great resources won’t save you (21-27)

• because it’s only possible for God to save you (27) 



And Jesus will richly reward you (28-31)

• lavishly: 100x (28-30)

• continuously: now and in the future (30)

• counter-culturally: first will be last and last first (31)
